Be 
specific when you pray, and also add that you are able to handle any 
repercussions from what you have asked for. Be sure to ask for peace of mind, 
health and joy.

You do not have to worry about, "Now I am praying emotionally so I am 

going to pray to her. Now I am praying intellectually and addressing him". Just 
pray and whoever is there will catch it. Do what feels right for you. You can 
simply address to Mother Father God or Mother God or Father God as they are 



the same. God is both Mother and Father as God is both male and female. Azna is 
beautiful, gorgeous. She is tall, willowy, with a radiant face, alabaster skin and 
large luminescent eyes with dark hair. She can change into any visage. Not just a 
chosen few are able to see Azna. Anyone could see Her if they really, really want 
to. I do not just mean that you must believe but actually ask to see Her! On 
December 8 is Azna's feast day. On feast days, you honor that God. In ancient 
times people would bring flowers and burn candles on Her feast day, because that 
does something for both you and Her. Your petitions change many, many things 
in your life.

JN 6:26 “Jesus answered, "I tell you the truth, you are looking for 
Me, not because you saw miraculous signs but because you ate the loaves 
and had your fill. [27] Do not work for food that spoils, but for food that 
endures to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you. On Him God 
the Father has placed His seal of approval."” 

 
RO 1:7 “To all in Rome who are loved by God and called to be 

saints: 
    Grace and peace to you from God our Father and from the 

Lord Jesus Christ.” 
 
RO 15:5 “May the God who gives endurance and encouragement 

give you a spirit of unity among yourselves as you follow Christ Jesus, [6] 
so that with one heart and mouth you may glorify the God and Father of 
our Lord Jesus Christ.” 

 
  1CO 1:3 “Grace and peace to you from God our Father and the

1CO 8:4 “So then, about eating food sacrificed to idols: We know

For He "has put everything under His feet." Now when it says that 
"everything" has been put under Him, it is clear that this does not include 
God Himself, who put everything under Christ. [28] When He has done 
this, then the Son Himself will be made subject to Him who put everything 
under Him, so that God may be all in all.” 

 
2CO 1:2 “Grace and peace to you from God our Father and the 

Lord Jesus Christ.” 
 
2CO 1:3 “Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, the Father of compassion and the God of all comfort, [4] who 
comforts us in all our troubles, so that we can comfort those in any trouble 
with the comfort we ourselves have received from God. [5] For just as the 
sufferings of Christ flow over into our lives, so also through Christ our 
comfort overflows.
